After Game Responsibilities

* Hard copy score books (home and visitor if used) MUST be signed by a
responsible person, delegated person, or coaches.

* Pitch Count Tracking Sheets MUST Be signed by a responsible person, delegated
person, or coaches.

* If gamechanger is used by both (or one team) the pitch totals for each pitcher
can be recorded on the score books OR by transferring pitches to the pitch
count tracking sheet and signed by a responsible individual for the teams.

* If an IPAD is used by the home team to report game information
If IPADS are used | MUST BE notified of that when reporting score
